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TUITION FOR GRADES 6 – 12 
$16,000.00
The tuition includes the cost of textbooks and workbooks, technological and instructional supplies for all classes, various student activities scheduled throughout the school year, and a yearbook.  Textbooks are the property of the school and students will be billed for unreturned texts.

Tuition is payable by three methods:  annual, semester and monthly.  Monthly payments begin July 2009 and continue through May 2010.  A non-affiliated independent company, F.A.C.T.S MANAGEMENT CO, will handle credit card and monthly plans.  For students who are accepted after school starts, tuition payment is due within ten days of the formal letter of acceptance. Tuition will be assessed for the quarter attended. 

FINANCIAL AID

Financial aid is available and is awarded by the Scholarship Committee.  Awards are made on the basis of need.  For information regarding deadlines and applications, please contact the Business Office.

ACCEPTANCE DEPOSIT
$750.00

This non-refundable deposit must be paid by May 15th for returning students, or before the beginning of the school year for new students, or immediately after acceptance should acceptance occur during the school year.  This deposit will be deducted from  tuition due.

ADMISSION TEST FEE
$75.00 

This fee covers the cost of test materials used to determine admission and placement.  In addition to an aptitude test, each student is given tests to determine competence in areas of reading, math and vocabulary. 

OTHER FEES WHICH MAY BE APPLICABLE:
SENIOR FEE
$300.00
This fee covers the cost associated with senior events to include commencement and other scheduled senior events during the school year.  It defrays a portion of the cost associated with faculty & staff duties for seniors throughout the year. 
DOUBLE MAILING FEE
$50.00
All correspondence from the school will be sent to a second address.  Correspondence includes quarterly report cards, newsletters, bulletins, and other school wide mailings.

WITHDRAWAL FEE
$500.00

Students leaving during the school year will be assessed a withdrawal fee.  This fee will defray costs related to staff and faculty efforts associated with a mid-year release.

EXPULSION FEE
$1,000.00
This fee will be assessed for all students expelled for any reason during the school year.  This fee relates to the faculty and staff’s time and effort, as well as the additional administrative requirements related to the processing of the expulsion.
