FINANCIAL AID POLICY

Financial aid is awarded by the Scholarship Committee.  The Committee acts on information provided from three sources: the Student Aid Form, the Personal Statements for Consideration form, and the school’s administrative records.  Records are kept of the meetings which are held in June and November.  All Financial Aid awards are partial awards, and will not be granted if outstanding school bills are not paid in full.  We estimate that about 30% of the student body will receive some financial assistance.

To insure a comprehensive assessment of the parent/guardian financial information, AOP uses Private School Aid Service (PSAS) to provide an objective and uniform financial need evaluation based on the overall family budget including income and assets, number of children, and the total family educational situation.  It is important to note that the report generated is a valuable guideline to aid in the award process; it is not the only criteria.  

Other considerations for Financial Aid are:

Students who are average or above in all areas, but who are not yet ready for the competition of larger private and public schools;

Students who have recently experienced some major personal tragedy;

Students whose math and reading abilities have not developed equally;

Students of average or above intelligence who need small classes and personalized attention to succeed in school;

Students whose parents are dissatisfied with other schools;
(
Students who mature later than other students and because of their size are likely targets for bullying in larger schools.
